“We’re blessed with deliciously fresh spring produce from the Cotswolds,” says Peter. ”There 
will be Wychwood Forest Venison from wild deer in Cornbury Park, very fresh vegetables 
from the Vale of Evesham, fish and quiches from Bibury Trout, meat from Stonesfield and Iron 
Down near Deddington, eggs and honey from Charlbury, bread and pastries from Witney, 
free-range poultry from Over Norton, and traditional cakes from Cakes Unlimited in Chipping 
Norton.” 
 
Produce from The Meat Joint near Deddington, Sandfields Farm free-range chicken from 
Over Norton and Palace Cuisine bakery in Witney will be available cooked straight from the 
barbeque.
