Good food doesn’t have to cost the Earth!  
 
People making New Year’s Green Resolutions to cut their carbon emissions and the cost of 
food, will be heading for farmers’ markets in Oxfordshire. 
 
During January there are eight farmers’ markets run by Thames Valley Farmers’ Market Co-
operative (TVFMC) in the county. Each of them will have a wide range of locally produced 
meat, vegetables, cakes, eggs, cheese, fish, bread and pastries, jams and preserves, herbs 
and plants. 
 
“Locally produced food doesn’t have to cost the Earth,” says Jane Bowler, chairman of 
TVFMC. “In spite of the current economic situation, people continue to want food that’s tasty, 
fresh and good quality. At farmers’ markets they can buy direct from the producers: freshly 
harvested vegetables, meat raised on local pastures, eggs collected the day before, and 
warm bread and pastries straight from the oven – all within 50 miles of the market.”
